The Chairman called the meeting to order at 5:00pm.

New Business:

Dadak Estates Lot 14-200 Methuen Road:  Daniel Koravos, P.E. from D.K. Engineering Associates, Inc. appeared before the Board on behalf of his client O’Brien Homes, Inc. Mr.  Koravos presented abutter notification receipts to the Board that were placed on file.
Mr. Koravos in behalf of his client O’Brien Homes, Inc. is seeking the following variance: 
Regulation requiring a 100' setback from septic system to a Bordering Vegetated      Wetland.  Due to the lot and wetland configuration, it is not possible to place the septic system outside the 100' setback.  The wetlands are approximately 51 feet from the closest reserve trench and 55 feet from the closest primary trench.  The system as designed meets or exceeds all the designed requirements of Title V.

Mr. Koravos reviewed the revised plans with the Board also showing on a detailed map the revisions.
Motion made by Louis Rousseau to grant the following variance:

100' setback from the wetlands, to 51' setback from the closest reserve trench and 55' from the closest primary trench.  Clay barrier will be added; adjustment of wetland buffer lines.
Seconded by Paul Enis.        Motion passed Unanimous
H1N1 Flu /Swine Flu Vaccination Clinic: Mr. Mote informed the Board the goal was to immunize all the students before school break and we did that, 1,368 children were done.  About 492 will need second doses and we are working with the school district trying to get that set up. 
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Mr. Mote further explained that 143 injections were given to the School District Staff on January 12th, the Greater Lowell Technical High School 454 injections were given out on December 16th, and 24 injections on December 23rd.  Community Office Clinic for high risk and first responders plus families was given injections from December 2nd, 2009 through December 30th, 2009. Started an Open Community Office Clinic January 13th, 2010 and still continuing. 
Mr. Mote informed the Board that we had our Large Scale EDS Clinic on January 9th, 2010, it was open to anyone not just Dracut, it was from 9am to 6pm and 2,268 vaccine was given out.

The clinic went very well.   We had a lot of good nurses and great volunteers. CERT was involved and DPW helped load and unload all the supplies we needed. Mike Buxton and Andy Graham were very cooperative in helping.  Police officers were there directing traffic.
Mr. Mote informed the Board we still have plenty of vaccine left 2,000 to 3,000 doses and the expiration date is not until 2011.  

Mr. Enis stated that Ron Mote did a fantastic job with this clinic it was so organized, the rest of the Board unanimously agreed.   There were also a lot of good feed back from the residents.

Mr. Enis requests a letter be placed in the files from the Board stating what a great clinic it was and what a great job Ron Mote done in organizing it.  
Mr. Mote’s main concern now is money; we have plenty of money this time (grant).  We have to have a future plan to absorb the cost.  Mr. Bomil would like Mr. Mote to figure out what was spent so we will have an idea the cost in the future.

Coalition Meeting:  Mr. Mote explains that at the last meeting we informed the Coalition the two hundred H1N1 doses they requested from us for their regional clinic was declined by our Board.  Mr. Themeles asked how that worked out.  Mr. Mote said they threw us (Tom Bomil, Ron Mote) out of the exercise. Mr. Mote explains at that time we had 1,500 doses and they couldn’t understand that we couldn’t spare 200 doses, but at that time we didn’t have any extra.
