Mr. Jendro opened the meeting at 7:15 p.m.

Approval of Minutes: Motion made by Mr. Hassan to approve the minutes of January 20, 2010 as written.  Motion seconded by Mr. Mercier.  Motion passed 4 to 0.  Mr. Graham Abstained from voting.
Public Hearing/Notice of Intent/ 250 & 286 Wheeler Rd 145-
Ms. Maureen Hanley from Norse Environmental Services, Inc. appeared before the Board and presented plans to construct a roadway crossing, wetland alteration, wetland replication, drainage, associated grading and utilities.  Ms. Hanley stated that they are proposing an open space subdivision with thirty four single family dwellings which will be filed for separately.  Ms. Hanley discussed the limited project crossing and the proposed wetland alteration and replication.  Ms. Hanley stated that the wetland has been delineated and a wetland peer review has been completed and extended until 2011.  Ms. Hanley discussed the perennial stream and discussed the proposed culverts.  Ms. Hanley stated that they are proposing 8,956 square feet of wetland replication and 4,480 square feet of wetland disturbance.  Ms. Hanley stated that there are two certified vernal pools on the property.  Mrs. Cahill asked if the applicant has permission to be working in the Mass Electric Easement on the property.  Ms. Hanley stated yes, they have approval.  Mrs. Cahill discussed the conventional plan and stated that the Board needed to approve the conventional plan.  Ms. Hanley stated that she would bring the conventional plans to the next meeting for review.  Mrs. Cahill discussed the past filings for this project that were withdrawn and stated that she would re-check the history of the past filings.  Mr. Jendro stated that the Board would need to review the conventional plan with the engineered details and the Town Engineer would need to review the drainage calculations for the conventional plan and the proposed Notice of Intent plan.  Mr. Jendro stated the upland vs. wetland needed to be shown on the proposed plans.  Ms. Ina Hakkila, Mill Street, asked if the original plans have lapsed?  Mrs. Cahill stated that there are no original plans because the previous filings were withdrawn.  Mr. Jendro stated that the Board is still awaiting the DEP’s comments.
Motion made by Mr. Hassan to continue the public hearing until March 3, 2010.  Motion seconded by Mr. Graham.  Motion passed unanimously.

Continuation of Notice of Intent/ 51 Island Pond Rd 145-

Mr. Jendro read the letter provided to the Board from Norse Environmental Services, Inc. dated February 1, 2010 requesting a continuance until the next available meeting as the applicant is still waiting for the DEP’s comments.
Motion made by Mr. Hassan to continue the public hearing until March 3, 2010.  Motion seconded by Mr. Graham.  Motion passed 4 to 0.  Mr. Mercier Abstained from voting.

* Brox Industries, Inc. – Proposed Conservation Restriction Area – Mr. George Hall from Brox Industries, Inc. appeared before the Board to give an update on the process regarding the expansion of their existing quarry off Methuen St.  Mr. Hall stated that the plan would be recorded showing the meets and bounds of the property.  Mr. Hall stated that they have increased the restriction area by three acres which has been approved by Natural Heritage.  Mr. Hall discussed the aerial photo’s provided to the Board showing the conservation restriction boundary which will be marked with permanent markers.  Mr. Hall provided the Board with a sample of the permanent markers to be placed along the boundary and explained that the proposed monuments will stand one foot high.  Mr. Hall stated that the conservation restriction language was sent to Attorney Hall for approval.  Mr. Hall stated that the easement on the property does not stop them from needing the appropriate permits for utilities.  Mr. Hall stated that they can reclaim the area excavated on the property and would restore it.  Mr. Hall stated that the filling of the area excavated would be outside of the 100’ buffer zone.  Mr. Hall discussed with the Board the conservation restriction language.
Motion made by Mr. Hassan that the permanent marker locations and conservation restriction area signs are acceptable as shown per plan dated January 18, 2010.  Motion seconded by Mr. Graham.  Motion passed unanimously.
