 Mr. Jendro opened the meeting at 7:15 p.m.

Approval of Minutes: Motion made by Mr. Hassan to approve the minutes of January 6, 2010 as written.  Motion seconded by Mr. Mercier.  Motion passed unanimously.

Public Hearing/Notice of Intent/ 51 Island Pond Rd 145-
Mr. Mercier excused himself from this public hearing.  Ms. Maureen Hanley from Norse Environmental Services, Inc. appeared before the Board and presented plans to construct a single family addition, infiltrator, gravel driveway, infiltration trench, rip rap, forebay, associated grading and utilities.  Ms. Hanley discussed the proposed rip rap swale and the 200’ Riverfront Area.  Ms. Hanley stated that the proposed work would be in the outer Riparian Zone.  Mr. Jendro discussed the proposed grading and filling close to the wetland.  Ms. Hanley discussed the 3 to 1 slope and the driveway being tilted towards the dwelling.  Ms. Hanley stated that they are proposing a 24 x 24 addition 83’ from the wetland.  Ms. Hanley stated that the proposed addition is a family room type area and the proposed driveway around the dwelling is for snowmobiles, campers, etc. to be stored around the back of the house.  Mr. Jendro stated that the dimensions of the addition and dimensions and square footage of the driveway needed to be shown on revised plans.  Mr. Jendro asked if this proposed addition would be a commercial facility?  Ms. Hanley stated no.  Mr. Jendro discussed parking closer to the wetland.  Ms. Hanley stated that they are proposing a two story addition with a one car garage under.  Mr. Hassan discussed the driveway location and possibly moving the area proposed for the storage of the snowmobiles and campers.  Mr. Jendro stated that he would like the Town Engineer to review the proposed drainage calculations.  Mr. Jendro stated that the location of the relocated shed needs to be shown on revised plans.  Mr. Ron Close, 55 Island Pond Rd, asked if the compiled plan was completed by past records?  Mr. Close asked if the lot was surveyed for grading and wetland flagging and if the septic system overlay should be provided on the plan to show the distances from the drainage system.  Mr. Close discussed the septic system design and the number of rooms in the dwelling because more than eight rooms in a dwelling leans towards bedrooms and how the septic system would hold up.  Mr. Close asked if the Riverfront Area was established and where the actual wetland flags surveyed.  Mr. Close stated that the easement is not defined on the plan and stated that there are other alternatives for this proposal.  Mr. John Cooper, 55 Island Pond Rd, stated that he was not notified as an abutter to the property.  Ms. Hanley stated that Mr. Cooper was mailed an abutter notification and a copy of the Certificate of Mailing was provided to the Board.  Mrs. Cahill explained to Mr. Cooper that the applicants are no longer required to send the abutters notifications by Certified Mail but they do have to provide a Certificate of Mailing.  Mr. Bob Roy, a resident of New Hampshire, stated that he did not receive a notification either but all of the information brought up by Mr. Close and Mr. Cooper is not fair to the applicant.  Mr. Roy suggested that the Board complete a site visit to Mr. Close’s property to see what he has at his property.  Mr. Roy stated that the information that Mr. Close has brought to the Board’s attention is not fair to the applicant.  Mr. Roy stated that the Board should not expect the applicant to do things that Mr. Close has not had to do.  Mr. Jendro explained that the Board is there to protect the wetlands and if Mr. Roy would like to make a complaint he could do so in writing to the Conservation Agent.  Mr. Jendro stated that some of the issues brought up are wetland issues that do need to be addressed.  Mr. Vincent Hayhurst, the applicant, stated that the proposed addition is for a great room and the bottom will be a sewing room.  Mr. Hayhurst stated that he needs to park his vehicles behind the dwelling.  Mr. Jendro stated that there are flat areas to the North of the property which are not as close to the wetland on the property.  Ms. Hanley stated that they would review the proposed plans to see if there are any adjustments they can make to protect the wetland.
Motion made by Mr. Hassan to continue the public hearing until February 3, 2010. Motion seconded by Mrs. Dristiliaris.  Motion passed unanimously. 

Mr. Mercier returned to the meeting

Request for an Insignificant Change/ 2166 & 2178 Lakeview Ave 145-834
Mr. Jonathan Novak from Coler & Colantonio, Inc. appeared before the Board and presented plans to request Insignificant Changes to the approved plans for Canney Field.  Mr. Novak stated that they are adjusting the fence heights for the baseball field and proposing a bull pen area in the area of the previously proposed flower beds.  Mr. Novak stated that the flower beds will be located elsewhere on the property.  Mr. Novak stated that they are also proposing a minor adjustment in the grading of the playground area to prevent any major ponding of water inside the playground area.  Mr. Novak stated that all of the proposed work is inside the limit of work.
Motion made by Mr. Mercier to Accept the Insignificant Changes as per the plans dated January 5, 2010.  Motion seconded by Mrs. Dristiliaris.  Motion passed unanimously.
Request for Certificate of Compliance/ 66 Silva Lane 145-830
Mr. Jendro read the letter provided to the Board from A-Plus Construction, Corp. dated December 18, 2009 stating that the work has been completed substantially in accordance with the plans and specifications for the project.

Motion made by Mr. Hassan to issue a Certificate of Compliance.  Motion seconded by Mr. Olson.  Motion passed unanimously.
