Commissioner’s Absent: Victor Olson, Tami Dristiliaris
Mr. Jendro opened the meeting at 7:15 p.m.

Approval of Minutes: Motion made by Mr. Hassan to approve the minutes of February 3, 2010 as written.  Motion seconded by Mr. Mercier.  Motion passed unanimously.

Continuation of Notice of Intent/ 51 Island Pond Rd 145-866
Mr. Mercier excused himself from the public hearing.  There was no quorum for this public hearing.

Motion made by Mr. Graham to continue the public hearing until the next scheduled Conservation Commission meeting.  Motion seconded by Mr. Hassan.  Motion passed 3 to 0.  Mr. Mercier abstained from voting.
Continuation of Notice of Intent/ 250 & 286 Wheeler Rd 145-867

Ms. Maureen Hanley from Norse Environmental Services, Inc. appeared before the Board to discuss the issues from the previous public hearing.  Ms. Hanley stated that the previous Notice of Intents filed in 2003 were withdrawn due to the DEP appealing the Board’s decision for approval.  Mrs. Cahill stated that she disagreed with Ms. Hanley regarding the previous Notice of Intents being withdrawn.  Mrs. Cahill asked why would they have withdrawn the Notice of Intents due to the DEP appeal?  Mrs. Cahill stated that the Planning Board approved the Conventional Plan for the project but the Conservation Commission did not approve the Conventional Plan.  Ms. Hanley provided the Board with a letter showing the upland vs. wetland per lot.  Ms. Hanley stated that 4, 986 square feet of wetland alteration was proposed on the Conventional Plan and 4, 480 square feet of wetland alteration is being proposed on the current plan.  Ms. Hanley stated that they are providing over 40 acres of open space with the proposed plan.  Ms. Hanley discussed the wetland alteration and replication and also discussed the proposed wetland alteration and replication for lot 20.  Ms. Hanley stated that 34 lots were proposed on the Convention Plan and 34 lots are being proposed on the current plan.  Ms. Hanley stated that the Stormwater Regulations have changed and the Stormwater Regulations have been revised for this project.  Mrs. Cahill discussed the access to the easements on the property.  Ms. Hanley stated that she would check with the applicant regarding access to the easements.
Motion made by Mr. Mercier to accept the Conceptual Plan dated August 6, 2004 and the 34 lots shown on the plan would be acceptable.  Motion seconded by Mr. Hassan.  Motion passed unanimously.

Ms. Hanley discussed the DEP’s comments regarding the 401 Water Quality Certification and stated that a deed restriction could be created for the 401 Water Quality Certification and they would work with the DEP for the deed restriction.  Ms. Hanley stated that they need to complete additional work to address the DEP’s comments.  Ms. Hanley stated that they are waiting for the Town Engineer’s comments.  Mr. Jendro asked if this filing was for the roadway and drainage structures only?  Ms. Hanley stated yes, this filing is only for the roadway and drainage structures.  Mrs. Cahill stated that they needed to exclude the lots outside of the 100’ buffer in this filing so they are not included in the Order of Conditions.  Ms. Hanley stated that she would revise the Notice of Intent filing to exclude the lots.
Motion made Mr. Mercier to continue the public hearing until the next scheduled Conservation Commission meeting.  Motion seconded by Mr. Graham.  Motion passed unanimously.
Request for Certificate of Compliance/ 485 Merrimack Ave 145-864

Mr. Jendro read the letter from AA Engineering, LLC dated January 22, 2010 stating that the work proposed has been completed in accordance with the approved plans.
Motion made by Mr. Hassan to issue a Certificate of Compliance.  Motion seconded by Mr. Graham.  Motion passed unanimously.

Request for Certificate of Compliance/ 80 Broadway Road 145-781

Mr. Jendro read the letter from Mark Hamel, Town Engineer dated February 8, 2010 stating that the force main has been installed by the Public Works Department as proposed.

Motion made by Mr. Hassan to issue a Certificate of Compliance.  Motion seconded by Mr. Mercier.  Motion passed unanimously.

Request for Certificate of Compliance/ 80 Broadway Road 145-813

Mr. Jendro read the letter from Mark Hamel, Town Engineer dated February 8, 2010 stating that the project was built in accordance with the proposed plan with one variation: The western end of the parking area was lowered to reduce the amount of fill required to construct the parking area.

Motion made by Mr. Hassan to issue a Certificate of Compliance.  Motion seconded by Mr. Mercier.  Motion passed unanimously.

Old Business:

* Corey Crane – 868 Broadway Road – Mrs. Cahill provided letters from Soilsmith Designs showing the finding of the weekly site inspections.  Mrs. Cahill asked when is it time to call in the DEP as a Board or should an abutter call the DEP.  Ms. Hanley from Norse Environmental Services, Inc. appeared before the Board and stated that they are in the process of filing a Notice of Intent and all of the wetlands on the property have been flagged.  Ms. Hanley stated that the applicant would be proposing cutting trees with keeping the 25’ buffer zone.  The Board discussed the information from Soilsmith Designs and Mr. Jendro stated that the DEP needed to be called.  Mr. Jendro stated that he would be the contact person for the DEP.  Mrs. Cahill stated that she would contact the DEP and give them Mr. Jendro’s contact information.
* Brox Industries, Inc. – Proposed Conservation Restriction – Mr. Eric Stevenson from Brox Industries, Inc. appeared before the Board and provided additional information for the Conservation Restriction.  Mr. Stevenson stated that their goal is in four to six weeks to file all of the information with Natural Heritage for approval.  Mr. Graham discussed another quarry in Town having a disappearing wetland and does not want the same to happen with this project.  

New Business:
* Motion made by Mr. Hassan to schedule the next Conservation Commission meeting on April 7, 2010.  Motion seconded by Mr. Mercier.  Motion passed unanimously.
* Mr. Jendro stated that Trout Brook overflowed onto Kenwood Road.
* Mrs. Cahill stated that CDM could not complete the test borings for the Broadway Road and Loon Hill Road project so they will have to construct a pump station.
