Commissioner’s Absent: John Hassan, Victor Olson and Tami Dristiliaris
Mr. Jendro opened the meeting at 7:15 p.m.

Public Hearing/Notice of Intent/ 145 Cart Path Road 145-
Ms. Maureen Hanley from Norse Environmental Services, Inc. appeared before the Board and presented plans to construct a single family dwelling, deck, driveway, associated grading and utilities.  Ms. Hanley stated that the closest point from the deck to the wetland is 51’.  Ms. Hanley stated that the siltation protection is already in place and there is no proposed grading in the rear of the dwelling.  Ms. Hanley stated that the wetland boundary was reviewed by Soilsmith Designs.  Ms. Hanley stated that they are proposing 12 x 12 deck.  Mr. Steven Desimone, 221 Parker Rd, appeared before the Board and asked if the level of the pond would be affected due to the proposed construction?  Mr. Jendro stated that the proposed dwelling is being constructed down gradian from the pond.
Motion made by Mr. Graham to close the public hearing.  Motion seconded by Mrs. Martin.  Motion passed unanimously.  Motion made by Mr. Graham to issue an Order of Conditions with the following conditions:

1. Per plan dated April 15, 2010

2. Certified foundation plan

3. No additional structures to be built within the 50’ buffer zone
Motion seconded by Mr. Mercier.  Motion passed unanimously.
Public Hearing/Notice of Intent/ 141 Cart Path Road 145-

Ms. Maureen Hanley from Norse Environmental Services, Inc. appeared before the Board and presented plans to construct a single family dwelling, deck, driveway, associated grading and utilities.  Ms. Hanley stated that the closest from the dwelling to the wetland is 59’.  Mr. Jendro stated that the dimensions of the driveway and the dimension from the closest point to the wetland from the driveway needed to be shown on revised plans.  Mr. Steven Desimone, 221 Parker Rd, appeared before the Board and asked if this construction would affect the pond and the drainage area?  Mr. Jendro stated that all proposed grading is 60’ or so from the wetland.
Motion made by Mr. Graham to close the public hearing.  Motion seconded by Mrs. Martin.  Motion passed unanimously.  Motion made by Mr. Graham to issue an Order of Conditions with the following conditions:

1. Compare presented plans to revised plans for driveway dimensions and wetland dimensions.

2. No additional structures to be built within the 50’ buffer zone

3. Certified foundation plan

Motion seconded by Mr. Mercier.  Motion passed unanimously.

Public Hearing/Notice of Intent/ Loon Hill Road Area Sewers 145-

Ms. Kate Biedron, Mrs. Isabel Tourkantonis and Mr. Andrew Poyant from Camp Dresser & McKee, Inc. appeared before the Board and presented plans for new sewer construction.  Ms. Biedron stated that the sewer construction is being proposed for Broadway Rd, Burns Hill Drive, Loon Hill Rd, Lexington Rd, Cornstalk Rd and Shady Lane.  Ms. Biedron discussed the boring in the wetland and stated that directional drilling is not feasible.  Ms. Biedron stated that they would be constructing a pump station on Broadway Rd.  Ms. Biedron discussed the proposed removal and replacing of the culvert on Loon Hill Rd and stated that a majority of the work would be within the roadway.  Ms. Biedron discussed the silt fence and haybale protection.  Ms. Biedron stated that they would add haybale protection near the guardrail on Broadway Rd near the golf course.  Mr. Poyant stated that the dewatering procedures are included in the Notice of Intent.  Ms. Biedron discussed the replacement of the culvert on Loon Hill Rd.  Mr. Jendro stated that the Town Engineer needed to review the drainage calculations.  Mrs. Tourkantonis stated that they are proposing 570 square feet of temporary disturbance for the proposed culvert work.  The Board stated that they would like double siltation protection during the culvert work.  Ms. Biedron stated that they are still waiting for comments from Natural Heritage and the DEP.  Mr. Jendro stated that he would also like Mr. Olson to review the plans for the proposed culvert on Loon Hill Rd.  Mr. Jeff Brem, Meadow Creek Golf Course, asked Ms. Biedron if they were crossing in front of the golf course driveway with a force main?  Ms. Biedron stated that they would be leaving a gravity stub for the golf course.  Mr. Nalin Parekh, 341 Broadway Rd, asked about the pump station on Broadway Road.  Ms. Biedron reviewed the plans with the abutter.  The Board discussed the invert for the current and proposed culvert to be marked and labeled on revised plans for Loon Hill Rd and the invert to remain at the same level.  Mr. Jendro asked if the invert of the culvert were shown on the plans and Ms. Biedron stated yes, the invert is shown on the plans.
Motion made by Mr. Mercier to continue the public hearing until June 2, 2010.  Motion seconded by Mr. Graham.  Motion passed unanimously.

Public Hearing/Notice of Intent/ 15 Presidential Circle 145-
Mr. Navin Patel from the Prime Group, Inc. appeared before the Board and presented plans to construct a single family dwelling, deck, driveway, garage, associated grading and utilities.  Mr. Patel stated that the original Order of Conditions for this property has expired and the proposed dwelling is smaller than originally proposed.  Mr. Patel stated that the proposed dwelling is 62 x 40 with a 14 x 16 deck.  Mr. Patel stated that the wetland boundary was reviewed by Waterman Design on May 4, 2010 and the report is included with the Notice of Intent.  The Board agreed that a peer review of the wetland boundary is needed due to the changes.  Mr. Patel stated that the closest point from the dwelling to the wetland is 68’.  Mr. Patel stated that a permanent marker would be placed at wetland flag 19.  Mr. Jendro stated that revised plans are needed with no handwritten comments.  Mr. Patel stated that he was proposing to relocate the French drain due to the abutters concern.  Mr. Jendro stated that the proposed work would need to be shown on revised plans and siltation protection would need to be added for the relocation of the French drain.  Mr. Patel stated that he would incorporate the 25’ no build zone into deed.  Mr. Raymond Vaillancourt, 11 Presidential Circle, stated that he has drainage problems with his lot and that is why the applicant is proposing to relocate the French drain.  Mr. Vaillancourt stated that the applicant has not filed with Natural Heritage.  Mr. Patel stated that he has filed with Natural Heritage and provided a copy of the filing for the record.  Mr. Carl Santamaria, 40 Indian Hill Rd, stated that this lot encroaches in the estimated habitat with Natural Heritage.  Mr. Santamaria stated that he has had water issues on his property since the construction of this subdivision.  Mr. Santamaria stated that the erosion controls on the property have degraded.  Mr. Santamaria provided a letter to the Board dated May 19, 2010 listing his concerns with the proposed project.  Mr. Santamaria discussed the no build zone.  Mrs. Martin discussed the proposed foundation drain shown on the plans.  Mrs. Martin stated that the foundation drain needed to be moved in front of the siltation protection.  Mr. Jendro stated that the Board is still awaiting comments from Natural Heritage and the DEP.
Motion made by Mr. Mercier to continue the public hearing until June 2, 2010.  Motion seconded by Mr. Graham.  Motion passed unanimously.

Public Hearing/Notice of Intent/ 12 Presidential Circle 145-
Mr. Navin Patel from the Prime Group, Inc. appeared before the Board and presented plans to construct a single family dwelling, deck, driveway, garage, associated grading and utilities.  Mr. Jendro stated that the wetland boundary needed to have a peer review due to the changes in the boundary.  Mr. Jendro stated that revised plans are needed with no handwritten comments.  Mrs. Martin stated that the foundation drain shown on the plan needed to be moved in front of the siltation protection.  Mr. Patel stated that the proposed deck is 14 x 16.  Mr. Jendro stated that the offset from the wetland to the proposed deck and the square footage of the driveway needed to be shown on revised plans.  Mr. Jendro stated that the clearing line needed to be clearly delineated on revised plans.  Mr. Patel stated that the proposed dwelling is 62 x 40.  Mr. Patel stated that he would incorporate the 25’ no build zone into the deed.  Mr. Jendro stated that the Board is still awaiting comments from Natural Heritage and the DEP.
Motion made by Mr. Graham to continue the pubic hearing until June 2, 2010.  Motion seconded by Mr. Mercier.  Motion passed unanimously.

Public Hearing/Request for Determination of Applicability/ 23 MacIntosh Drive

Ms. Maureen Hanley from Norse Environmental Services, Inc. appeared before the Board and presented plans to construct an inground pool, patio and pool filter.  Ms. Hanley explained to the Board that this proposed project had been recently approved but due to the revision of the pool size the applicant needed to re-file.  Ms. Hanley stated that the proposed pool has been moved further away from the wetland than previously approved.  Ms. Hanley stated that the closest point from the pool to the wetland is 49.8’ and the closest point from the patio to the wetland is 44.4’.  Ms. Hanley stated that the pool filter location is shown on the plans.
Motion made by Mr. Graham to issue a Negative 3 Determination with the following conditions: 

1. Add date of wetland flagging to revised plan
2. Cartridge filter required for pool

3. Patio to be constructed before pool is filled

4. Filter location to be shown on revised plan

5. No additional structures to be built within the 50’ buffer zone

6. Spoils to be removed off site

7. Certified foundation plan for pool and patio

8. Per plan dated May 6, 2010

Motion seconded by Mr. Mercier.  Motion passed unanimously.  Motion made by Mr. Mercier to close the public hearing.  Motion seconded by Mrs. Martin.  Motion passed unanimously. 

Public Hearing/Notice of Intent/ 209 Brook St 145-
Mr. Jeff Brem from Meisner Brem Corporation and Mr. Dan Chausse, the applicant, appeared before the Board and presented plans to construct a retaining wall, resurface existing driveway and walkways, associated grading and landscaping.  Mr. Brem stated that in 2003 an Enforcement Order was issued due to the collapse of the retaining wall on the property.  Mr. Brem stated that the property had gone into foreclosure and the applicant purchased the property from the Bank.  Mr. Brem stated that an Emergency Work Order was issued by the Conservation Agent to construct the three retaining walls on the property.  Mr. Brem stated that approximately 150 square feet of silt is in the wetland due to the collapse of the previous retaining wall.  Mr. Brem stated that vegetation is now growing through the silt in the wetland.  Mr. Brem stated that the applicant would like to repave the existing driveway, fence along the top of the hill on the property and reconstruct the existing 10 x 12 deck.

Motion made by Mr. Graham to close the public hearing.  Motion seconded by Mr. Mercier.  Motion passed unanimously.  Motion made by Mr. Mercier to issue an Order of Conditions with the following conditions:

1. Per plan dated March 12, 2010
Motion seconded by Mrs. Martin.  Motion passed unanimously.

Continuation of Notice of Intent/ 250 & 286 Wheeler Rd 145-867

Ms. Maureen Hanley from Norse Environmental Services, Inc. appeared before the Board to discuss the issues from the previous public hearings.  Ms. Hanley stated that O’Hara Engineering Services, LLC would be providing the Board with a copy of the deed restriction language for review by Town Counsel.  Ms. Hanley discussed the cross sections for the roadway crossings shown on page 10 of the revised plans.  Ms. Hanley stated that the detention basin has moved 6’ further away from the wetland and the forebays were moved at the gravel driveway.  Ms. Hanley stated that the Operations and Maintenance Plan was revised to include the changes on May 13, 2010.  Ms. Hanley stated that Mr. O’Hara from O’Hara Engineering Services, LLC has received a verbal approval from Mass Electric for maintenance work under the power lines and he is trying to get written approval from them.
Motion made by Mr. Graham to close the public hearing.  Motion seconded by Mrs. Martin.  Motion passed unanimously.  Motion made by Mr. Graham to issue an Order of Conditions with the following conditions:

1. Per plans dated May 14, 2010

2. Deed restriction for 401 Water Quality Certification to be approved by Town Counsel

Motion seconded by Mrs. Martin.  Motion passed unanimously.

Request for an Insignificant Change/ 4 Broadway Rd 145-736
Mr. Matt Varrell from Vanasse Hangen Brustlin, Inc. appeared before the Board and presented revised plans proposing only one entrance into the property on Broadway Road and the addition of catch basins.  Mr. Jendro asked if the original drainage calculations would be affected by the revisions?  Mr. Varrell stated no, the drainage calculations have not been affected.

Motion made by Mr. Graham to approve the Insignificant Changes per the plan dated April 5, 2010.  Motion seconded by Mr. Mercier.  Motion passed unanimously.

Request for a Certificate of Compliance/ 173 Parker Rd 145-669

Ms. Maureen Hanley from Norse Environmental Services, Inc. appeared before the Board and reviewed the letter from Norse Environmental Services, Inc. dated May 7, 2010 and provided pictures of the site dated May 6, 2010.  Mr. Jendro read the letter from O’Hara Engineering Services, LLC dated April 30, 2010 stating that the work has been completed in substantial compliance with the Order of Conditions.

Motion made by Mr. Graham to issue a Certificate of Compliance.  Motion seconded by Mrs. Martin.  Motion passed unanimously.
